As we celebrate the great Feast of the Nativity
of Christ, let us refer to the Scriptures we read on this
occasion. We find cause for great joy, for the Epistle
(Galatians 4:4-7) points out that as Christians we have
the immense privilege of knowing ourselves to be God’s
children whom God loves and to whose voices He listens
with constant and careful attention.

We also find a troubling note: in the Gospel
(Matthew 2:1-12) we hear of Herod’s concern to find out
the birth-place of the new King whom the Magi had
come to worship. His intent was desperate and malicious.
Herod had become so seduced by the need to be in
power over people’s lives, that he was now contemplating
the unthinkable - to take up arms and try to kill God’s
Anointed, the long-awaited Messiah whose coming he
ought to have greeted with joy and relief. He might have
said: “At last eternal peace and justice had come into the
world with the birth of the Promised One”. Instead his
one thought was how to prolong his own reign by killing
the Infant-King. In his madness for power Herod
determined to wage war on God Himself!

Thus even as we rejoice over the coming of the
Messiah in the warm stable at Bethlehem, we feel the
chill and dark outside it as Herod, inspired by Satan himself,
the long-time adversary of God, makes his dreary decisions
- identical to decisions made by power-mad people
throughout the ages: “I will kill without mercy any one
who stands in my way. Better that thousands of
innocent ones perish than that one opponent
remains alive”. Such is the seductive

power of evil over those who make material things their
priority over the eternal things of the spirit.

Let us beware, for the seduction that led Herod
to order the murder of the innocents of Bethlehem is
out to win us over as well! Herod was not a sub-human -
he was our brother. The firm will he showed in his attempt
to stamp out his opponent - even if that opponent was
God Himself, might have been put to wonderful use in
bringing about good in the world. If only Herod had not
let himself be diverted to evil!

Beware! We who hear and read these words are
also in danger of being similarly diverted! We may even
now be on the way to Herod’s sorry state. Lets examine
ourselves by asking: “What and why am I celebrating at
this time?” Is it really the birth of Christ? Or are we, like
so many, trying to get the high of Christmas without
Christ in it?

If it really is Christ’s birth we are celebrating
then let us resolve with all our hearts to follow and
serve Him. Let us turn with all our hearts and souls to
love goodness and mercy as He does. Let us stop
considering such things to be weakness and see them for
the true and lasting power that they truly are! Let us get
to work on our thoughts and our intentions and keep at
it for the rest of our lives - and make our hearts and
minds the dwelling-place of Christ. Let Christmas remain
forever within our souls! Let’s welcome our true and

eternal King! Let’s proclaim that He truly is our King
by submitting to Him every bit of our lives.

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On September 14 (September 1st, Old Style), the
Orthodox Church will celebrate the beginning of its liturgical
New Year.

I remember one Ukrainian priest I met who insisted
on exchanging New Year’s greetings on this day and
organized a visit to his bishop, together with a New Year’s
Moleben and concert.

To me, this makes great sense.
The fact is, our Church liturgical calendar does

not really recognize any other New Year than the one
on September 14th. Yes, this is part of our heritage from
Judaism (even though the Hebrew lunar calendar makes
New Year’s fall on different dates in the Gregorian
calendar). But a lot of our Church’s heritage is taken
from Judaism.

To recognize and celebrate September 14th as
the Orthodox New Year is to acknowledge a very spiritually
meaningful event. This marks the beginning of the New
Year of Grace, the opening to the rich liturgical celebrations
that punctuate the year and make available to us the
Grace of Christ which is the Holy Spirit. The Christian
Year is, in fact, an Icon of Christ Himself, as we celebrate
again the Economy of Salvation wrought by the Holy
Trinity through Christ. We have gotten into the habit of
celebrating our birthday together with our Namesday.
Yet, our Namesday is by far the more spiritually
meaningful. The same is true of September 14th!

There is also the cultural argument in favour of
a heightened observance of September 14th. Celtic
Christians, in the U.S. especially, are revitalizing much of
their ancient Celtic traditions. Among these is the
celebration of the Celtic New Year on October 31st
(“Hallowe’en”). Their year is divided into four parts with
three months: Samhain or the Celtic winter beginning on
November 1st; Imbolc or the Celtic spring beginning on
February 1; Beltaine or the Celtic summer beginning on
May 1st and Lughnasadh or the Celtic autumn beginnin
on August 1st.

Other Christian traditions associated with diverse
nationalities also often celebrate their liturgical New Year’s
Days. The Ethiopian Orthodox Church celebrates
September 13 as its New Year’s Day as well.

The so-called “civil New Year’s Day” has never
remained the same over time, unlike the liturgical
September 14th.
Originally, the Roman calendar recognized April 1st as
New Year’s Day. This is where the “April Fool’s” traditions
come from. Accountants will still talk about March 31st
as the “fiscal year end.” This is why September, October,
November and December get their names from, literally,
the “seventh, eighth, ninth and tenth months.” One arrives
at this calculation only by counting from March
where March is the first month.

It was only in the
nineteenth century that
Britain adopted January 1st
as New Year’s Day from the
one in March. Earl ier ,
Christmas Day marked the
beginning of the New Year in the West and then the
Octave, or eighth day of the Feast of Christmas which is
January 1st.

In 1918 after the Bolsheviks came to power, the
Julian Calendar was officially dropped as the civil calendar
of Russia and its subject nations. January 1st became the
civil new year and Ukraine and Russia today celebrate
January 1st as the civil new year’s day, disregarding the
date of January 14th as the Julian calculation.

I’ve received Christmas cards from my relatives
in Ukraine that wish a happy new year’s day first and
then come the Christmas greetings. It is unlikely that this
will change, whether or not the Church’s influence has
been re-established. To celebrate Orthodox New Year’s
Day on September 14th is to go around this problem.

Liturgically, the Orthodox Nativity Season is marked
by three Holy Suppers, on the Nativity Eve, on the Eve of
the Naming and Circumcision of Jesus and on Epiphany
Eve. A very Holy time for us, nothing is taken away from
this Season by a more spiritual emphasis than is found in
what are really quite pagan civil new year’s traditions.
Malankas and other celebrations will also continue. But I
think the Malanka held each year by St Vladimir’s Ukrainian
Institute in Toronto sets an example to all others where
such “Malankas” are merely an imitation of the new
year’s party celebrations to be seen in mainstream society.
The main reason I think we should celebrate Orthodox
New Year’s Day is that it allows for a more spiritual
ushering in of the New Year of Grace. The civil new year
is anything but. When I was in Montreal several years
ago for New Year’s, I saw that there are parishes who
solemnize the civil new year in a very religious way. But
drinking and carrying on seems to be the general rule for
December 31st.

While I am in no way advocating the abolition of
January 1st celebrations, the fact is, they will go on no
matter what and in the way they always have. September
14th is a way to mark the New Year in a deeply Christian
way.

On this day, we can wish one another much
continued growth in Christ in the new liturgical year with
a traditional Orthodox three-fold kiss in honour of the
Holy Trinity. Molebens can be served for the new year,
visits to the Bishop and other celebrations can be held.
For us, it can be one more way to affirm our unique
Ukrainian and Orthodox tradition and identity.

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The twelve days of Christmas are celebrated in
a markedly different manner in the West than in the
East.

Following New Year, Western Christians begin
“winding down” by removing their trees and the like.

For Orthodox Christians, however, the Nativity
Season is now just beginning to really pick up in momentum.
We are now preparing for the great Feast of the
Theophany or the Baptism of Christ in the River Jordan
on January 19th.

Originally, the Nativity, the Feast of the 3 Kings
and the Theophany were all celebrated on one and the
same day. It was only later that Christmas was established
on the 25th of December.

The celebrations surrounding the Theophany
resemble those for the Feast of the Nativity. It is preceded
by another Holy Supper and special carols are sung. One
wouldn’t think of taking down one’s Christmas tree yet!
The Armenian Church, which celebrates 1,700 years of
Armenian Christianity this year, still observes Christmas
and Theophany as one Feast on January 6th.

In the Holy Land, where the Armenian community
adheres to the Old Calendar, Armenian Christmas is
celebrated on January 18th. Since they did not make the
necessary adjustment to the Calendar at the beginning
of the last century, they are one day behind us in observing
the Theophany. The same is true for those several Anglican
and Scots Presbyterian parishes in the United Kingdom
which still celebrate Yule or Old Calendar Christmas on
January 6th (not 7th).

The Calendar, like the Liturgy, does not respect
time. For the last little while, our thoughts have been
focused on the Child in the Manger. Now our eyes of
faith see a fully- grown Man of thirty years as He
approaches St John the Baptist in the river Jordan.

But the liturgical theme is consistent throughout.
As on the Feasts of the Nativity and the Naming-
Circumcision, so too now Christ is revealed to the world
as the Incarnate Son of God.

The reality of His becoming Man is this time
underlined by His submission to the Baptism of John and
His fulfillment of the prophecies concerning the Messiah.
John the Baptist is more than a Prophet, as our Liturgy
sings, since he placed his hand on Him Who was foretold
by the Prophets as the Forerunner of the Lord.

There were those who thought that John was
himself the Messiah. This is why John goes to the lengths
he does to affirm his true role, the voice of one crying in
the wilderness, the voice of repentance to all of us to
make straight the way of the Lord Who is
coming to save us.

John was himself in the tradition of the great prophets
of Israel. We know from the Scriptures that he wore
animal’s hair on his body and ate locusts and wild honey.
All those who follow the monastic way of life follow
John in his mortification of bodily senses. Monks and Nuns
wear a leather scapular made from the hide of a dead
animal that symbolizes mortification. They also imitate
John in his fasting and deprivations in the desert.

The Theophany is a Feast of Enlightenment and
this is why prayer and fasting as exemplified in the life of
John the Baptist occupies so prominent a role as a means
of preparation to receive the Light Who is Christ.

Icons of St John the Baptist also often depict an
axe at the base of a tree. This symbolizes the cutting
down of all that is rotten and bad within ourselves through
repentance.

John is himself often portrayed with wings, given
his angelic way of life. The Ethiopian Saint, Takla Haymonot,
is likewise depicted.

St John Chrysostom wrote that many Angels come
down from Heaven and surround the Altar during the
Divine Liturgy. It is only that most of us can’t see them
with our sullied spiritual eyes.

And so, John the Baptist, the angel of the Lord,
knew, right away, Who it was that was coming to receive
Baptism from him. He knew that he was not worthy to

untie the sandal of Christ, let alone baptize him. He
needed to be baptized by Christ, not the other

way around!

The Theophany: Seeing the Light

But Christ stood in the river Jordan to sanctify
the water and make it a vehicle to carry Divine blessings
to all of humankind. Christ crushed the heads of the
serpents, the demons that inhabited the waters,
transforming the element of water in the process.

The element of water now becomes a true Source
of Life. Our immersion into its depths at Baptism signifies
our dying with Christ. Our being raised up above its waves
signifies our resurrection with Christ to new and everlasting
life.

That same water that cradled Christ is now a
mighty weapon for us. We may use it to bless ourselves
and all creation. We may also baptize, when a Priest is
not available, and impart Christ’s Life
to others. We drink the waters of the
Theophany because we have taken
on Christ who blesses, saves and
enlightens us.

The icon of the Theophany is
one of only four “official” icons of
the Holy Trinity that the Orthodox
Church especially blesses as such (the
others are the Old Testament Trinity,
the Icon of Pentecost and that of the
Transfiguration).

On this day, the entire Trinity
manifests Herself: Christ in the river
Jordan, the Voice of the Father and
the appearance of the Spirit in the
form of a Dove. Through Christ, the entire Trinity becomes
accessible to us, manifests Herself to us.

This is also why the Feast of the Theophany has
always been one during which new catechumens were
baptized. The catechumen’s “Trisagion” is intoned: “You
who have been baptized into Christ, have put on Christ!”

The Church has often seen in this Feast a
memorial and celebration of our own baptism. In some
Churches, depending on the weather, people go into local
rivers and lakes to “replay” so to speak their own baptism.

There is still a tradition to have a white robe
prepared with a red Cross on the back and to wear this
into the River Jordan whenever one should happen to be
there. The robe is then kept as a sacred object.

Ukrainians wear their embroidered shirts to Church
as this was probably made from the white robe given to
them at their Baptism. The first garment a Priest wears is
probably that which all Christians at one time wore during
Church services, which was the Baptismal Robe.

New converts are encouraged to wear their robe
during the entire week following their Baptism. This is
why Easter Week is called “Bright Week.” Would that
the tradition of wearing the white Robe by all Christians
in Church be brought back! We could wear it at home
during our prayers and other family ceremonies. A truly
great tradition!

In the Ukrainian Church, Crosses are
cut from the ice on frozen lakes and

rivers and the services of blessing are conducted outdoors.
Anyone who has ever participated in the Ukrainian

feast of Yordan in the fullest possible measure will never
forget it!

Processions through the snow begin the services
as everyone winds down toward the frozen water. The
Priests thrusts the candles into the water and blows with
his mouth over it, in remembrance of the Spirit moving
over the waters at the beginning of time.

I remember a Portuguese Priest, a convert to
the Ukrainian Church, who was so in love with this tradition
that he insisted on performing it all outdoors, regardless
of how cold it was. He thrust his cup into the cold river as

he drank the blessed water three times.
His excitement over this great feast was
truly inspiring. He has gone to the Lord
since.

There is also the memorial of St
Isidore and 72 Orthodox Martyrs of the
Kyivan Church who were thrown into the
frozen waters for refusing to betray their
faith and traditions. Their incorrupt bodies
were found floating downstream two days
later.

Holy water is then taken by one
and all to drink and bless one’s homes
with. The Holy Supper is preceded with
the drinking of the Holy Water. Priests
take this opportunity to visit the homes

of their faithful to bless them and to spend some time
with them on a personal level.

The Holy Water is kept in a container all year
with one’s Icons and other holy things. It is a kind of
Communion to drink it three times (always on an empty
stomach). It can also be used during times of temptation,
stress and when one feels that evil is near.

On the Feast of the Theophany, the culmination
of the Nativity Season, let us go with Christ into the
waters of Jordan and receive His Enlightenment and Joy.
We have truly been baptized into Christ. Let us now put
on Christ!

Christ is being baptized! In the Jordan!

It was a great day! The official ground breaking for the
proposed Historical and Educational Complex occurred on
Monday, August 6 as nearly 100 participants witnessed the
historical occasion on the church grounds adjacent to the
Consistory building in South Bound Brook, NJ.

The complex is a multipurpose facility that will provide
space for ongoing education and awareness of the history of the
Ukrainian Orthodox Church, as well as museum space for over
8,000 invaluable religious and cultural artifacts. Equally
important, there will be a permanent Memorial and Exhibit
dedicated to the Ukraine famine of 1932-33, and space for the
recognition of Ukrainian-American members of the Armed
Forces. A very important component of this building is the
Ukrainian Orthodox Church Archive and Research Center and
the Ukrainian Orthodox Church Library and Ukrainian Cultural
Center that will facilitate education and research by clergy and
seminarians. The Visiting Art Exhibit Hall will provide space for
traveling art exhibits. The complex is designed to be an
invaluable educational tool and research center for all members
of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church and the general public.

We are appreciative of the moral and financial support
already given and appreciate your intent to see this project to
its conclusion. For those who may have some reservations, we
respectfully request that you view this as not just another
building, but a treasury from which the children of this and
coming generations can be nurtured at the wellspring of

knowledge.”
Mrs. Nadia Mirchuk, Presi-

dent, United Ukrainian Orthodox
Sisterhoods of the USA, greeted
the gathering with the good news
that her organization had already
raised $250,000 and that it will
continue its efforts to include an
endowment fund for operating
expenses of the complex/mu-
seum.

Mrs. Maria Konyk, Presi-
dent of Protection of the Mother of
God (Pokrova) Sisterhood, South
Bound Brook, NJ, announced that
the Sisterhood would fulfill its
pledge of $100,000 to the Historical
and Educational Complex/Mu-
seum at our upcoming Sobor.
Archbishop Antony praised this
local sisterhood for its readiness
over the past fifty years to assist the
Church with all its needs. The
sisterhood has given over one
million dollars to the church.

Dr. Stephen Sivulich, Direc-
tor, Office of Development, offered
thanks and appreciation to individu-
als, parishes and church organiza-
tions that have already contributed
very generously. He also indicated
that an aggressive fund drive for the
balance of $2.5 million that will

include an endowment fund would begin immediately. He
encouraged those present to provide him with names of
prospective donors.

Mr. Emil Skocypec, Property Manager, commented on
the construction phase of the building, and introduced Mark
Dobbs, who will serve as General Construction Manager of the
Complex/Museum project.
Mark Dobbs reflected on the construction process, and
expressed his joy of working with Archbishop Antony and Emil
Skocypec. He also reported that a Website would be

established and maintained to timely report the progress of
the ongoing construction.

Mr. Victor Rosynsky, President of

ãí³âàíñüêîãî ´ðàí³òó, ðîçáèòèé. Óö³ë³ëà ò³ëüêè íèæíÿ
÷àñòèíà é âèñ³÷åí³ ñëîâà íà í³é: ç ÷îëîâîãî áîêó ³ì’ÿ ³
äàòà ñìåðòè Í³ùåíñüêîãî, à íà ïðîòèëåæí³é ñòîðîí³ -
“Áëàæåíí³è ÷èñò³è ñåðöåì, ÿêî ò³è Áîãà óçðÿòü”. Áóëî

Mrs. Olga Turtschak, 83, of
Deerfield Dr. East, passed away Tuesday
July 31st 2007, in her home.
